a. Governance – Karen Cooper

· Barbara Pilegard with the 2010 Census emailed some handouts that will be going out to the CSN group.

b. Allocations – Linda Paredez
· CAPC received one time allocation of $29,000.  Will recommend to Board of Supervisors that :

1. $11,000 be given to Synchrony to create another Parent Leadership Institute for the South Valley area.

2. $16,158 to CAPC for Abuse Awareness campaign.

· Has an additional $66,000 to work with. Handout with scenario A and scenario B for allocations were distributed.   Recommending:
1. $10,000 go to CASA under time limited FR.

2. Remainder of funds to go to Differential Response team.
· Scenario A – money to be split evenly with nobody getting any less than they already had.

· Scenario B- takes amount of money originally allocated and takes prorated monies to each agency.

John Davis made motion to use Scenario A.  Ray Chavez made second.  Motion passed to use Scenario A.

d. Legislative Advocacy – Jeff Fly

· Matrix for legislative bills and submissions were created by Kristi Barnhart.  Once revisions are made, the forms will be placed on the CSN website so that anyone can access it.  Bill chart will be categorized for each area such as mental health, child welfare, etc.
· Mental Heath parody bill was vetoed by governor. 

· Discussed Federal Health Insurance.  Non-profits could be affected by certain portions of this.  Encourages non-profit sectors to send letters to legislators so that they aren’t forgotten with some laws that are passed.
IV. Other Strategic Plan Activity Reports/Discussion

a. Social Marketing RJP-Shamra Tripp & CeCe Anthony
Aspira Foster Family Services will be working on a project to increase awareness with mental health issues and reducing the stigmas that are attached.  They will be contacting community collaborative agencies and Tulare County professionals in obtaining resources.  They will be focusing on people that are not already involved in the mental health system and helping those that are.  
b. PEI update – Christie Lupke

PEI work has started or will be starting soon.  RFPs that were released:
1. Maternal Mental Health Educator program.  Approved by mental health board last meeting.  Will be contacting Bright Start and FRCs.  Potential start date will be Dec. 1. 

2. Family Services Interaction Program with Tulare Youth Service Bureau for the Parent/Child Interaction Therapy Program.

3. Family Integration Program with Family Services of Tulare County.  
4. Preschool Expulsion Reduction Program assigned to Tulare County Dept. of Mental Health.  Will be submitting their proposal and budget to Mental Health Board on Nov. 10.

5. K-3 Early Intervention Program was awarded to Tulare County Office of Education for them to enhance and expanded their PIP program.  Began Oct. 3.

6. Identification of Early Onset of a Serious Mental Illness was assigned back to Tulare County Dept. of Mental Health.  

7. Community warm lines in Spanish and English will go to Board of Supervisors Nov. 3.  Will go to Kings View to run the model.  Will be very similar to the one in Fresno.

8. Community warm line for LBGTQ (Lesbian, Bisexual, Gay, Transgender Questioning) has been assigned to Tulare County Dept. of Mental Health.  In contract with the suicide prevention task force to help with this program.

9. Social Marketing awarded to Aspira Net.  Estimated to go to the Board on December 1.  

c. Letters of Support from CSN – Karen Cooper
Kimberly Xavier completed the policy for CSN members to generate a letter of support for grant proposals that members might be working on.  Written requests need to be sent to current chair or assigned staff member to process.  Will be posted on the website.
d. Confidentiality; Next Steps – Karen Cooper
Discussed the issue of confidentiality when sharing information between agencies and collaborative partners.  Samples from other counties were gathered as references.  CSN will need to determine if a database would be valuable or important enough to move forward to the next steps.  San Diego and Sacramento Counties have systems in place and might be willing to come to CSN for discussion.
