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The Children’s Services Network meeting was held on Wednesday, January 27, 2010, at 10:00 a.m., at the Administrative Services Division building, 4031 W. Noble, in Visalia.  The Chair and Secretary were present.
I. Call to Order & Introductions
II. Action Items


a. Minutes of the meeting on 1/27/10 were approved.  Janet Hogan first, Linda Paredez seconded. 
III. CSN Standing Committees- Reports
a. Governance – Karen Cooper

1. Shared that Janet Hogan attended the Governance Committee meeting to discuss an interest in mapping who is receiving locally controlled funding sources and how they are being used.  Specifically of interest are the services and providers funded through  the CSN, CAPC, First 5, and United Way.  Following discussion the CSN Governance Committee had no objections to First 5 undertaking this project. 
2. Requested that all sub committees submit written reports in lieu of verbal reports to maximize the discussion time available to the CSN meeting.  Action items need to be presented.
b. Allocations – Linda Paredez

1. Recommended the renewal of the existing contracts for the Promoting Safe and Stable Families Fund for fiscal year 11/12 to align it with the SIP’s three year plan.  Janet Hogan motioned moving forward the concept; with an understanding that the number of clients served and sustained will be considered in the determination of the award amounts, and that the specific allocation amounts to be brought back to CSN.  David Crawford seconded.  Motion passed.
c. Training – Bev Anderson

1. Discussed the conference on neglect.  It will be held on March 25, 2010 at the Holiday Inn.  The key speaker will be Rose Monteiro from L.A. County.  The flyer will be completed and emailed to everyone.
d. Legislative Advocacy – Jeff Fly

1. The bill position form was created and will be placed on the website.  Members can go on and submit bills they feel should be watched and considered by CSN.
IV. Other Strategic Plan Activity Reports/Discussion

a. Budget Roundtable

Janet Hogan spoke on First 5 Tulare County budget. The Governor’s    proposed ballot initiative raises $550 million for the State General Fund for FY 2010-11 by proposing to transfer $308 million from State Commission reserves and $242 million from new Prop 10 revenues  to the Department of Developmental Services (DDS) and the Department of Social Services (DSS).  Janet pointed out the tactic of pitting services for children and families against one another.  She also pointed out that voters have twice rejected ballot initiatives to eliminate or significantly reduce First Five funding.  First 5 will continue to do what they can to keep funding the programs they are funding.
2. Dr. Duerksen provided an update on the mental health budget.  The Governor is proposing to shift Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) funds to cover EPSDT services and the Managed Care allocation.  The State Department of Mental Health (DMH) released the fiscal year 2010/11 MHSA planning estimates.  Staff are currently reviewing the estimates and analyzing the impact of the reductions.  The Tulare County Mental Health Department is anticipating a 13% decrease in Community Services and Supports (CSS) and 34% decrease in Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI).  As a result, PEI providers will more than likely be receiving contract adjustment letters.  It is also anticipated that there will be reductions in Alcohol & Drug Programs.
3. David Crawford spoke regarding the Human Services budget.  The Governor is proposing a reduction of 15.7% in the CalWORKs grant which would reduce the monthly grant received by the family and would reduce the number of eligible families.  Welfare to Work money will not be cut.  Child Welfare is not proposed to be cut but the sharing ratios will possibly change. The Governor is still proposing a centralized system for eligibility which would possibly eliminate the local welfare offices.  The Governor also proposes triggers if the State does not receive the $6.9 million from the Federal Government that he has requested.
4.  Gloria Guzman spoke on the Regional Centers.  There will be some caps on services and cuts to others.  Eligibility requirements will be changed.  
5.   Lindsay Healthy Start could be cut $1.5 million.

V. SIP – Children’s Strategic Planning Committee
a. The SIP committee met and discussed the child welfare State and Federal outcome measures.  Specific measures were discussed in relation to targets and strategies to best reach the targets.  The charts prepared for the meeting illustrated that permanency outcomes are trending in the wrong direction.  This means that the Committee may focus efforts on stability as one of the measures for the upcoming SIP plan. Future meetings will look at Probation data in regards to placements.
VI. Announcements

a. Janet Hogan passed out pamphlets from www.kidsdata.org with information that they have published.  Also announced that Sesame Workshop has put together a packet for preschoolers for Emergency Preparedness.  If you would like a packet, please contact Janet. 

b. Cathy Volpa announced that they have received funds from MHSA and will be launching a perinatal wellness program in partnership with FRC’s and Family Services and will be hosting a training March 17-18, 2010 for post partum depression.
