IV. Other Strategic Plan Activity Reports/Discussion

a. Family Resource Center – Kimberly Xavier

1. Kimberly Xavier created an inventory of all Family Resource Centers in Tulare County that can be used as reference and platform for CSN.  A packet (draft) was handed out with information on what each FRC provides.

b. Information Sharing
