a. Parenting Institute – John Davis

V. Announcements

a. Blue Ribbon Pledge - Billie Shawl announced that the Blue Ribbon pledge is winding down and has noticed several people wearing the pins.  

b. Neglect Conference – being held May 12 in Fresno.  All information is on their website.

c. www.thelisaproject.com - Stockton is currently running the Lisa Project which is a walkthrough house regarding child abuse.  This project is a moveable project and Billie Shawl is looking at a way to bring it to Tulare County.

d. Elder Neglect Conference – Cheryl Duerksen Ph.D. announced that Bethany Berube from the Public Guardian’s Office will be holding a conference on Elder Neglect.  Information will be sent to the entire CSN general membership. 
e. Suicide Prevention Task Force is sponsoring “Community of Hope” conference on May 21st.   Cheryl Lennon-Armas announced that this will be the first time Trevor Project has come to Tulare County.  She also announced a pilot LGBTQ support group for teens.  Information will be sent to the entire CSN general membership. 

f. Health 5 year plan - Cathy Volpa announced that the Public Health Dept. is developing a five year strategic plan and is looking for community venues for feedback.

g. The Allocations Committee is looking for a new chair. Linda Paredez is stepping down effective June 30 to work on other projects such as grant writing.
h. Protect our Children Coalition – David Crawford announced that today is the day for the coalition presentation in Sacramento.  Renee Smylie, staff, and two former foster children are present to represent Tulare County.  David thanked CSN members for signing in support of the coalition.

i. Youth Transitions – David Crawford announced that the Youth Transitions program was effective April 2nd.  The program plans to expand allowing youth to work as long as possible. 
j. TANF/ECF - David Crawford announced that TulareWORKs was given clarification from the state to used TANF/ECT dollars to employ Welfare to Work clients.  There is currently a 20% match and can be used in kind but not from a federally funded program. The clients must fall into one of these categories:

1. Age 16-21

2. Living in a household of CalWORKS families

3. Be related to welfare children
4. Living in the household of a “needy” family which is listed as being under 200% of the poverty level
5. Foster youth placed with a CalWORKs or needy family
k. Child Safety Fair – Kristi Barnhart announced on behalf of Afreen Kaelble that the Tulare County District Attorney’s Office and Sheriff’s Department are hosting a Child Safety Fair on May 22 in front of the Visalia Adventure Park.  Information has been emailed.
